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OSHP investigated a wide range of felony offenses during the first half of 2014, including homicide/death (9);
robbery/burglary (3); larceny (284); assault (716); false pretense! (122); vice? (1,629); property crimes (52); and
various other types of felony offenses (144).

OSHP Troopers made 5,652 total drug arrests during the first 6 months of 2014 - a 19% increase compared to 2013
and a 44% increase compared to the previous 3-year average (2011-2013).

Of the 5,652 drug arrests, over one-quarter (1,456 or 26%) included one or more felony drug charges. This
represents a 33% increase over the previous 3-year average (2011-2013).

Counties with the highest number of OSHP felony drug cases included Montgomery (104), Cuyahoga (88), Franklin
(79), and Scioto (64) Counties. Felony drug arrests took place in all but 8 of Ohio’s 88 counties.

In June, troopers made the second largest marijuana seizure in OSHP history when a traffic stop in Preble county
led to the discovery of 2,330 pounds of marijuana, worth an estimated $11.6 million, in the cargo area of a U-Haul
truck (http://www statepatrol.ohio.gov/media/2014/14-079.html).

In the first 6 months of the year, OSHP troopers made the 37 largest prescription pill seizure on record
(http://www statepatrol.ohio.gov/media/2014/14-021.html) as well as the 2% largest seizure of non-prescription pills
(http://www statepatrol.ohio.gov/media/2014/14-017.html).
