= Last year, 1,110 people were killed in 1,029 fatal motor vehicle crashes in Ohio signifying a 10.1%
increase in deaths over 2014. An early estimate from NHTSA indicates a nationwide increase of 7.7%
in fatalities in 2015. Ohio ranked 8! in the nation in total number of traffic fatalities in 2014.

= The Smith System* is one example of a driver improvement program taught in many drivers’
education programs. The Smith System stresses 5 keys to driving defensively: (1) Aim high in
steering; (2) Get the big picture; (3) Keep your eyes moving; (4) Leave yourself an out; (5) Make sure
they see you. Other common sense driving tips: obey the speed limit, never drive impaired, always
wear a safety belt and never text and drive.
