OSHP Resisting Arrest Citations

• From 2005-2007, OSHP Troopers were involved in 1,940 resisting arrest incidents. 

• OSHP District 9 Troopers were involved in one out of every six resisting arrest incidents 
during the three-year period (330 or 17%).  

• At the County-level, the largest number of resisting arrest incidents occurred in Scioto 
(101), followed by Lorain (95), Ross (69), Stark (66), Clark (65), and Richland (64).  Overall, 
one in four OSHP resisting arrest citations were issued in one of these five counties over the 
last three years (460 or 24%). 

• One in three resisting arrest incidents involved alcohol and/or drugs (497 or 34%).  

• Of the 1,940 resisting arrest citations, 1,608 or 83% involved males.

• Year-To-Date (01/01/2008-9/14/2008), there have been 446 resisting arrest incidents 
involving OSHP Troopers. This is 4% fewer than during the previous three-year average.
