2005-2007 Statistics’
*The Ohio Bureau of Motor Vehicles (BMV) reports 185,065 convictions statewide from 2005-2007 for driving under
a suspended license (DUS).2 During the 3-year period OSHP issued a total of 80,252 DUS citations.
*District 9 troopers issued the highest number of DUS citations from 2005-2007 (11,372), followed by District 8
(11,053) and District 6 (8,957).

* A large proportion of DUS citations by OSHP took place af night and on weekends: over one-third (36%) were issued
between 5 p.m. Friday and 5 p.m. Sunday; 30% of DUS citations were issued between 9 p.m. and 3 a.m. (all days).

*Younger age groups comprised the majority of cited DUS offenders: thirty-six percent (36%) were age 25 or below;
an additional thirty-four percent (34%) were age 26 to 35.

*A multitude of additional offenses accompanied DUS violations: 18% of citations included OVI violations; 26%
included speeding violations; 29% included safety belt violations; and 10% involved a crash.

*Ohio BMV records indicate that from 2005-2007 there were 68,088 DUS convictions in which drivers had at least 1
prior DUS conviction; 13,079 with at least 2 prior DUS convictions; 2,873 with at least 3 prior DUS convictions; and
734 with at least 4 prior DUS convictions within the previous five years.

2008 Statistics’

*Through July 31, OSHP issued 16,551 total DUS citations (see map and table above). Thus far, 2008 figures are very
consistent with previous years’ data, in regard to time and day of offenses, offender ages, and additional violations.

' There were 156 arrests in 2005-2007, and 42 DUS arrests in 2008 (for total of 16,551), by OSHP for which no county/district of arrest was identified. 2008 data is provisional through July 31.
